*Note: On this day a high-risk SWAT search warrant service was executed during the first half of our scheduled training day. 

On 10-02-2019, The Manteca Police Department S.W.A.T. Team assisted the San Joaquin County Sheriff’s Department S.W.A.T. Team with a high risk search warrant service in the incorporated county area of Acampo located in San Joaquin County.  This high risk search warrant was related to 4 acre parcel containing an illegal outdoor marijuana grow.  During this operation, contact was made with armed subjects who had rifles and body armor immediately in their control.  With the use of two armored vehicles and safe tactics, the involved SWAT teams were able to safely take three subjects into custody without incident.  Please see the Operation Order and Sgt. M.
